Pro-rata calculation - ratio of quantities of incoming separately collected waste to the total quantities of
incoming waste to the facility, taken over the lifecycle of the operation

» Output indicator - RCO34 Additional capacity for waste recycling - the average
amount of separately collected waste (recyclable waste, bio-waste, and
possible bulky waste and/or textiles) entering the facility.

» Result indicator - RCR47 Waste recycled — the total amount of waste sent to
recycling calculated for the first year of full operation comprising (amount of
recyclable waste sent to recycling + amount of separately collected bio-waste that
enters anaerobic treatment).

ili. EU GRANT CALCULATION

» 4-Step-Approach for calculation of EU grant — based on lowest of either ‘max EU
grant on a pro-rata basis’ or ‘max allowable State aid amount’

» Pro-rata - ratio of the average amount of separately collected waste (recyclable
waste, bio-waste, and potentially bulky waste and/or textiles) to the average total
amount of waste treated in the facility.

> Basis for pro-rata are waste quantities derived from project level Demand Analysis
(avaAuon avaykwv) — i.e., substantiated forecast and measurable
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11. EU grant calculation - NEW SITUATION

EU/GR Bonus Scheme - Mid 2024 - The EU and the Greek Authorities reached an
agreement specific for Greece only that:

» Financing of investments in waste treatment and separate waste collection is to
be carried out within the framework of a joint financing decision

» Beneficiaries are to be financially rewarded according to achieved milestones
(Bonus Scheme) for the separate collection of distinct waste streams and
promotion of these towards recycling for circular economy purposes.
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12. EU grant calculation — EU/GR Bonus Scheme Erd

Up to 85% EU co-financing rate is available for RRF investments, disbursed via
partial certification (submission of payment requests) linked to the achievement of
performance milestones, as below:

‘Default’ co-funding @ physical completion of project detailed in financing decision.
» Max EU grant = total eligible costs x ‘pro-rata’

Bonus level 1 @ Demonstration of 50% of pro-rata quantities of separately collected
waste delivered to RRF for treatment.

» Max EU grant = total eligible costs x 0.5(‘funding gap’ x 85% - ‘pro-rata’)

Bonus level 2 @ Demonstration of 100% of pro-rata quantities of separately collected
waste delivered to RRF for treatment.

» Max EU grant = total eligible costs x ‘funding gap’ x 85%.
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13. EU grant calculation — Example Erd

1. ‘Default’ RRF EU co-funding (based on ‘pro-rata’ method):
Total eligible investment cost: EUR 100 m

‘Pro-rata’ 60%

Max EU Grant (‘pro-rata’): EUR 100 m x 60% =EUR 60 m

Funding gap rate: 80%

Maximum co-funding rate: 85%

Max EU Grant (‘FG): EUR 100 m x 80% x 85% =EUR 68 m
